We will try to have every team to play at least
three games.

We will provide water and athletic trainers just in case of an emergency

If no solution to a problem both team will be force to play with 2v2 for two minute
All players must ware shin guards

Substitutions are made on dead-ball. You do no have to have possession to sub

No Goal keeping

There will be a marked goal box. No player will be allowed in the box

Al free kicks or kick-ins are indirect

Volunteers have the right to throw players out of the game for any serious or
unsportsmanlike like conducts. The team would have to play player down.

Game will be scored according to the following. 3 points for a win, 1 point for a tie
and 0 points for a loss

Tiebreakers. Head to head, goal difference, most shutouts, fewest goal allowed,
sudden death (rock, paper scissors) best out of three
